lllegal Dumping Ordinance Updates:

1) State law has $2,500 cap on local
ordinances for first offense ($7,500 for
repeated offenses).

2) City reviewing 10 different ordinances
related to illegal dumping/littering; not
changed since 1975.

3)MBEJC has asked Councilors Nytes &
Oliver to work on ordinance changes.




Process improvements thus far:

— Referral process from Department of Public
Works (DPW) to Department of Code
Enforcement (DCE) improved when
evidence is located on public property.

— DPW response time is 11 days from date
lllegal dumping is reported on public property
to date trash removed by DPW (abatement).

— Coordination of ‘hot spots’ by DCE for
regular surveillance and investigation.

— Refuse hauler sweep by DCE to ensure
proper licensing.



Continued evaluation of process for abatement of trash
on private property that is currently handled by the
Marion County Health Department. Working with MCHD
to improve time for removal of trash on private property.

Improve technology, communication, referral process,
and coordination between agencies.

Evaluation and implementation of best practices in other
cities.

Prevention Project including outreach and education for
proper disposal and reporting of illegal dumping on

public property.
