POSTER CONTEST RULES

1. All artists must live, worship or go to school in Martindale-Brightwood.

2. Artists must be between ages 6 and 14. 
3. Your poster must use the words “Keep Martindale-Brightwood Clean” and promote a safe and healthy environment in our neighborhood.
4. All entries must be accompanied by a release form (see back).
5. Winning posters will be displayed in the Martindale-Brightwood community and may be published in a calendar, quilt or posters.
Poster Requirements: Posters created by students must be their own original artwork. Copyrighted characters (such as Superman) or copyrighted clip art will not be accepted.
Materials:  Students may use a variety of media, such as watercolor, pen and ink, crayon, chalk, markers, etc. Brighter colors reproduce better; light pencil marks will not show up. Students are encouraged to incorporate recycled or recyclable materials into their creations. Keep in mind the winning posters will be on public display, and should be easy to see or read.  Note: If students are incorporating recyclables into their artwork, depth is restricted to half an inch.

Size: Minimum size: 8½ by 11 inches. Maximum size: 11 by 17 inches.
Judging Procedure:  Prizes will be given for first, second and third place in two categories: 1) ages 6-10 and 2) ages 11-14.

Each poster must have a signed Release Form on the back. A poster without a completed Release Form will not be eligible for further judging. The posters must be mailed or delivered by Oct. 1, 2011, to:

Judging Criteria:

1. Clear message conveyed by the text and artwork;
2. The poster theme of “Keep Martindale Brightwood Clean” is included on the poster;
3. Creativity, originality and artistic quality;
4. Visual clarity - easily read; and
5. Bright and colorful.

Awards:  The first, second and third place winners in each age group will receive awards from Improving Kids’ Environment and the Martindale-Brightwood Environmental Justice Collaborative. In addition, each winning student will receive the honor of having their artwork on display in area businesses. Winners will be announced on October 25 at 7 p.m. at 37 Place.
