Grants for Fences to Deter Illegal Dumping

Grants of up to $900 are available to eligible property owners in Martindale-Brightwood to install fencing to deter illegal dumping. See below for more details.

Introduction

[image: image1]Martindale-Brightwood represents less than 1 percent of the land area in Marion County, yet historically has accounted for 12-13 percent of all illegal dumping service requests for the county. Simple fences have been found to help deter dumping on vacant property. The City of Indianapolis conducted a pilot study in 2010 and put up cedar post-and-rail fences on three abandoned properties with illegal dumping history. This pilot project proved successful, and the city began installing more fences in 2011. An example post-and-rail fence installed by the city is shown at right.

Grant Program

With funding support from the Indianapolis Foundation, Improving Kids’ Environment and the Martindale-Brightwood Environmental Justice Collaborative (MBEJC) will distribute up to $9,000 in grants to individual homeowners or non-profit organizations to help them erect fencing to deter dumping on properties with a history of illegal dumping.

Grant Requirements
Applications for grants must meet the following requirements:

1. The property must have had problems with illegal dumping in the past two years.
2. The property must be within the Martindale-Brightwood boundaries. (See below.)
3. The grant recipient must be the property owner.

4. The property owner must be an individual or a non-profit organization. Government organizations and for-profit companies are not eligible for grants.
5. The property owner must be 18 years of age.
6. Fences must be designed to deter illegal dumping on private property that has had problems with dumping in the past. Fencing that is intended for other purposes will not be funded.

7. The application must be sent in by March 2, 2012
Martindale-Brightwood Boundaries: Properties must be within the boundaries of Martindale-Brightwood. The neighborhood is bounded on the north by 30th Street, on the east by Sherman Drive, on the south by Massachusetts Avenue and 21st Street, and on the west by the Monon Trail. See map below.
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Fencing Requirements:
Fencing Materials: A wooden post-and-rail fence, similar to that shown in the photo above, is preferred. Other fence styles are allowed but must be approved by the local neighborhood association and MBEJC.

Installation Costs: The maximum grant for each property will not exceed $900.00. The property owner will be responsible for any costs exceeding $900.00.

Height Requirements: City ordinances say fences must be no more than 6 feet tall on the side and rear yards and no more than 2.5 feet tall on the front yard. City permits are not required if you stay within these requirements.

Fence Installation Tips:

· Make sure you are placing your fence within your property lines. We recommend that you locate your property lines before installing the fence.

· Check with your neighbors and find out their concerns before installing a fence.

· Call 811, the Diggers Hotline, to avoid rupturing underground utilities that you may not know are there. A utility company employee will come out and mark the location of underground electric, sewer, telephone, and cable lines in your yard. You may need to change the placement of your fence if it is over one of these lines.

· Install fencing according to manufacturer’s instructions. The company you purchased your fence from can supply you with instructions on how best to put up your particular fence.

· Keep your fence in good condition. Paint and repair fences on a regular basis. 
Grant Awards:

Applications will be scored and ranked according to the criteria for selection.  Grants will be awarded to those applications that have scored the highest.  If funding remains after the initial application deadline, funds will be distributed for a period of 6 months on a first-come, first-served basis or until funds run out.

Payment of grant funds will only be made once the fence project is completed and approved within the required dates.
Judging Criteria:

1. Application is complete and meets all grant rules and requirements (40 points)

2. Property has demonstrated problems with illegal dumping (15 points)

3. Fence is designed to deter dumping (15 points)

4. Fence design is attractive and will be acceptable to the neighborhood (15 points)

5. Fencing costs are appropriate and affordable (15 points)
