The National Council of Churches:  in February 2004, a diverse group of Protestant theologians convened by the National Council of Churches issued an open letter “calling on Christians to repent of "our social and ecological sins" and to reject teachings that suggest humans are "called" to exploit the Earth without care for how our behavior impacts the rest of God's creation.”  The letter included a set of moral principles for social and environmental ethics, including Sustainability, Generosity, Justice, and others.  The authors stated:  “These affirmations imply a challenge that is also a calling: to fulfill our vocation as moral images of God, reflections of divine love and justice charged to “serve and preserve” the Garden (Genesis 2:15). Given this charge and the urgent problems of our age — from species extinctions and mass poverty to climate change and health-crippling pollution — how shall we respond? What shall we be and do? What are the standards and practices of moral excellence that we ought to cultivate in our personal lives, our communities of faith, our social organizations, our businesses, and our political institutions?”
