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You may find that you do not need all these definitions or, alternatively, use terms that are not defined here.  IKE can assist with finding definitions for terms not used in the model code.

Definitions

Abatement shall mean any measure or set of measures designed to permanently eliminate lead-based paint hazards. The four types of abatement methods are removal, enclosure, encapsulation, and replacement. Abatement can only be conducted by a licensed abatement contractor. Rehabilitation and renovation projects are not considered to be abatement, unless the purpose of the project is to eliminate lead hazards.

Accessory structure shall mean an uninhabited building or structure secondary to the main structure on premises, including but not limited to a garage, shed, fence or barn.

Asbestos-containing material shall mean 

  (a) material that contains more than one percent (1%) asbestos by area and that:
        (1) is friable; or
        (2) has a reasonable probability of becoming friable in the course of ordinary or anticipated

             use of the building containing the material.
    (b) The term does not include asbestos containing resilient floor covering materials, including:
        (1) sheet vinyl flooring;
        (2) resilient tile; and
        (3) associated adhesives;
unless the materials are sanded, beadblasted, or mechanically pulverized so that visible asbestos emissions are discharged.

Bathroom shall mean a room containing plumbing fixtures including a bathtub or shower.

Child occupied facility shall mean a building or portion of a building that:

(1) was constructed prior to January 1, 1978;

(2) does not qualify as target housing; and

(3) is visited regularly by a child who is six (6) years of age or younger and any of the following conditions exist for the building or portion of the building:

(A) The child visits at least two (2) days a week (Sunday through Saturday) and each of the visits last at least three (3) hours.

(B) The child visits at least six (6) hours each week.

(C) The child's combined annual visits during a calendar year total at least sixty (60) hours.

Clearance examination shall mean an activity conducted for the purpose of establishing proper completion of interim controls of lead hazards as defined in 24 CFR 35.110.

Component or building component shall mean a specific design or structural element or fixture of a building, residential dwelling, or child-occupied facility that is distinguished from each other by form, function, and location, including the following:

(1) The term includes, but is not limited to, the following interior components:

(C) Walls.

(D) Chair rails.

(E) Doors and door trim.

 (F) Floors.

(G) Fireplaces.

(H) Radiators and other heating units.

(I) Shelves and shelf supports.

(J) Stair treads, stair risers, stair stringers, newel posts, railing caps, and balustrades.

(K) Windows and trim, including sashes, window heads, jambs, sills and stools, and troughs.

(L) Built-in cabinets.

(M) Columns and beams.

(N) Bathroom vanities.

(O) Counter tops.

(P) Air conditioners.

(Q) Baseboards.

(R) Pipes.

(2) The term includes, but is not limited to, the following exterior components:

(A) Painted roofing.

(B) Chimneys.

(C) Flashing.

(D) Gutters and down spouts.

(E) Ceilings.

(F) Soffits, fascias, rake boards, corner boards, and bulkheads.

(G) Doors and door trim.

(H) Fences.

(I) Floors and joists.

(J) Lattice work.

(K) Railings and railing caps, handrails, stair risers, treads, stair stringers, columns, or balustrades.

(L) Window sills or stools, troughs, casings, sashes, and wells.

(M) Siding.

(N) Air conditioners.

(O) Porch floors.

Deteriorated paint shall mean
(1) any interior or exterior paint or other coating that is cracking, chipping, peeling, or chalking; or

(2) any paint or coating located on an interior or exterior surface or fixture; that is otherwise damaged or separated from the substrate.

Dust lead hazard shall mean 
 (a) surface dust in a residential dwelling or child-occupied facility that contains a mass-per area concentration of lead equal to or exceeding forty (40) micrograms per square foot on floors or two hundred fifty (250) micrograms per square foot on interior window sills based on wipe samples.

(b) A dust-lead hazard is present in a residential dwelling or child-occupied facility:

(1) in a residential dwelling on floors and interior window sills when the weighted arithmetic mean lead loading for all single surface or composite samples of floors and interior window sills are equal to or greater than forty (40) micrograms per square foot for floors and two hundred fifty (250) micrograms per square foot for interior window sills;

(2) on floors and interior window sills, in an unsampled residential dwelling in a multifamily dwelling, if a dust-lead hazard is present on floors or interior window sills, respectively, in at least one (1) sampled residential unit on the property; and

(3) on floors and interior window sills in an unsampled common area in a multifamily dwelling, if a dust-lead hazard is present on floors or interior window sills, respectively, in at least one (1) sampled common area in the same common area group on the property.

Dwelling shall mean any building and/or each individual unit within a building or a pre-manufactured, modular or mobile building used or intended to be used for living, sleeping, cooking and eating.

Encapsulate shall mean to make lead-based paint inaccessible by using

(1) a liquid-applied coating, with or without reinforcement materials; or 

(2) an adhesively bonded covering material.

Extermination shall mean the control and elimination of insects, rats or other pests by eliminating their harborage places; by removing or making inaccessible materials that serve as their food; by poison spraying, fumigating, and trapping or by any other approved pest elimination methods.

Garbage shall mean the animal or vegetable waste resulting from the handling, preparation, cooking and consumption of food.

Habitable space shall mean space in a structure for living, sleeping, eating or cooking.  Bathroom, toilet rooms, closets, halls, storage or utility spaces, and similar areas are not considered habitable spaces.

Interim controls shall mean a set of measures designed to temporarily reduce human exposure or likely exposure to lead based paint hazards, including the following:

(1) Specialized cleaning.

(2) Repairs.

(3) Maintenance.

(4) Painting.

(7) Ongoing monitoring of lead-based paint hazards or potential hazards.

(8) The establishment and operation of management and resident education programs.

Landlord shall mean the owner, lessor, or sublessor of the dwelling unit or the building of which it is a part, and it also means a manager of the premises who fails to disclose as required by Section 2.102 of the Uniform Residential Landlord-Tenant Act.

(1) A complete risk assessment including recommendations to mitigate identified lead hazards.

(2) A written report to the family and the owner if the family does not own the home.

(3) Education of the family and the owner on the following:

(A) Lead hazards in the home.

(B) Measures to protect children from further poisoning.

Lead safe work practices shall mean a collection of “best practices” techniques, methods and processes which minimize the amount of dust and debris created during remodeling and renovation, rehabilitation or repair of pre-1978 housing.

Paint-lead hazard shall mean any one (1) of the following:

(1) Any lead-based paint on a friction surface that is subject to abrasion and where the lead dust levels on the nearest horizontal surface underneath the friction surface, including the interior window sill or floor, are equal to or greater than the dust-lead hazard levels identified in this rule.

(2) Any damaged or otherwise deteriorated lead-based paint on an impact surface that is caused by impact from a related building component including a door knob that knocks into a wall or a door that knocks against its door frame.

(3) Any chewable lead-based painted surface on which there is evidence of teeth marks.

(4) Any other deteriorated lead-based paint in any residential building or child-occupied facility or on the exterior of any residential building or child-occupied facility.

Play area shall mean an area of frequent soil contact by children six (6) years of age or younger as indicated by, but

(1) The presence of play equipment, including the following:

(2) Observations of play patterns.

(3) Information provided by parents, residents, care givers, or property owners.

(A) Lead hazards in the home.

(B) Measures to protect children from further poisoning.

(b) A soil-lead hazard is present:

(1) in a play area when the soil-lead concentration from a composite play area sample of bare soil is equal to or greater than four hundred (400) parts per million; or

(2) in the rest of the yard when the arithmetic mean lead concentration from a composite sample or composite samples of bare soil from the rest of the yard, including nonplay areas, for each residential building on a property equal to or greater than one thousand two hundred (1,200) parts per million.

(c) If the soil is removed, it:

(1) shall be replaced by soil with a lead concentration as close to local background as practicable, but no greater than four hundred (400) parts per million; and

(2) shall not be used as top soil at another residential property or facility.
