How to use this document: This is the outline of model code that contains a menu of healthy housing topics for any Indiana city or county to use in developing a local code.  Some jurisdictions currently without housing and/or rental codes may find they want to start with basic housing requirements; others may find they have ordinances or codes already in place to deal with fundamental housing and rental issues and are ready to tackle more advanced healthy housing provisions; still others may be somewhere along the continuum. This outline allows you to make selections of topics you would like to include in your code.  Once selections are made actual language for a provision is available in another document.
