Complaint to Compﬁéi‘Remediation of Lead Hazard
Attorney General Gregory F. Zoeller files this Complaint on behalf of the State of
Indiana, pursuant to Ind. Code § 4-6-2-1 and Ind. Code § 13-30-1-1, and Vanderburgh
County, through it’s Health Deparfment, pursuant to Ind. Code § 32-30-6-7, to compel
the remediation of the lead hazards harbored in Defendants’ rental property, a health

hazard to which.children have been exposed.

General Allegations about Lead Poisoning
1. The Consumer Safety Commission banned the use of lead in residential
paints after 1978. 16 CFR 1303.1 However, many homes and apartments built prior to
1978 contain lead-based paints. Unless properly cleaned or contained, particles of lead
may be found in the household dust, paint chips and soils around many of the homes built

prior to 1978.



2. Small children are particularly susceptible to lead poisoning because small
children are more likely to crawl and play in dusty and dirty areas, and small children are
more likely to put things in their mouths.

It is well known that children of tender years have a proclivity
to put anything they can get into their hands into their mouths.

Antwaun A.ex re. Muwonge v. Heritage Mut. Ins. Co., 228 Wis. 44, 596 N.W.2d 456,
Ftn. 8 (Wis.1999), citing Norwood v. Lazarus, 634 S.W.2d 584, 587 (Mo.App.1982).

3. Children exposed to lead at unsafe levels may exhibit learning disabilities,
decreased growth, hyperactivity, violent behavior, and brain damage, especially when
exposed to lead during the crucial brain development stages taking place in children
younger than six years of age. Ingestion of very small amounts of lead may cause these
symptoms in a child. See Ex. A, Affidavit of Dr. Joan Duwve.

4. An elevated blood level is defined as a level of lead that is in the blood of
a child younger than six years and is more than ten micrograms of lead per deciliter of
blood. US Center for Disease Control and Prevention, “Managing Elevated Blood Lead
Levels Among Young Children: Recommendations from the Advisory Committee on
Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention 42 (Birt Harvey ed., 2002), available at

www.cdc. gov/nceh/lead/casemanagement/casemanage main.htm

5. Under rules promulgated by the E.nvironmental Protection Agency,
“Lead-Based Paint Poisoning Prevention” is regulated at 40 CFR 745, et seq. The
Department of Housing and Urban Development defines “Methods and Standards for
Lead-Paint Hazard Evaluation and Hazard Reduction Activities” at 24 CFR 35.1300, et
seq. These regulations establish substantially similar regulatory levels of lead particles in

the dust and soils around residences. Under the above promulgated rules, a lead-based



paint hazard exists in a residential dwelling or child occupied facility under any of the

following conditions:

These rules are applicable to federally subsidized housing, including landlords who

accept Section 8 rental assistance.

6. The Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of 1992 requires

homeowners to disclose the presence of any known lead-based paint or lead-based paint

hazards prior to selling or renting any pre-1978 home. 42 USC § 4852d(a).

Allegations Specific to the Defendants

7. Defendants own the house at 2225 Fast Mulberry Street in Evansville,

which Defendants use as a rental property. Fair housing laws require that the Defendants

make this rental property available to all, including parents with small children.



8. According to the Vanderburgh County Assessor, the house at 2225 Fast
Mulberry Street was built in 1918. The Assessor sends the rea] estate tax bills for the
house at 2225 East Mulberry Street to the Defendants at 701 Cobblestone Drive,
Evansville, Indiana. As recently as September 29, 2009, the Defendants have paid the
county real estate taxes for this house.

9. On or before J anuary, 2008, the Vanderburgh County Health Department
received a referral stating that a child residing in the home had an elevated lead blood
level.

10.  With the tenant’s permission, on January 18, 2008, Investigator Keith Goy
inspected the home and performed a risk assessment, including the sampling of paint,
soil and dust samples for analysis.

11. By letter to the Defendants at 701 Cobblestone Drive, on January 29,
2008, the County advised Defendants that the County had conducted a lead risk
assessment on the home, and had collected paint, soil and dust samples for analysis. See
Ex. B. The returned mail was marked “FORWARD TIME EXP RTN TO SEND.”

12. By letter to the Defendants at 900 Saint Johns Road in Chandler, on
February 12, 2008, the County sent a final report to the Defendants. Ex. C. The final
report confirms that at least 12 lead hazards were present at the home, including high
levels of lead in the child’s bedroom and in the backyard play area. The final report also
presented remediation alternatives to the Defendants. The Defendants were ordered to
implement recommendations for remediating the lead hazard in the home, and to
schedule a clearance examination to confirm that the lead hazard had becn remediated,

within 60 days. See Ex. C. The certified mail was returned “UNCLAIMED.”On that



same date, the County sent a copy of the final report to the tenant, and advised the tenant
as to interim measures that could be taken to protect children from the lead hazards
within the home.

13. By letter to the Defendants at 710 Cobblestone Drive in Evansville, on
January 16, 2009, the County once again advised the Defendants about the lead hazards
within the home and ordered the Defendants to complete lead hazard remediation and
schedule a clearance examination within 15 days. See Ex.D. Defendants were also
ordered to provide the County with a written plan identifying the person who will be
remediating the lead hazard and when remediation would be completed.

14, By letter to the Defendants at 900 Saint Johns Road in Chandler, on
February 3, 2009, the County issued a citation against the Defendants. See Ex. E. The
citation resulted in a $50 fine which has not been paid.

15. As of the date of the filing of this complaint, Defendants have not
demonstrated remediation of the lead hazard in accordance with the applicable laws and
recommended remediation techniques, and thus it is believed that Defendants’ property
continues to pose a lead hazard.

16.  Inspector Keith Goy has revisited the property during 2009 and observed
no changes in those exterior conditions of the home capable of causing lead
contamination, such as the peeling paint on the eaves. On several occasions he has
observed indications that the home was occupied, such as a car in the driveway and

furniture inside.
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Count I

Action to Protect the Environment from
Significant Pollution, Impairment or Destruction

17. Lead contaminated paint chips and dust are “other discarded materials . . .
from community activities” and thus are a “solid waste” as that term is defined at Ind.
Code § 13-11-2-205(a).

18.  Lead contaminated paint chips and dust are a “contaminant” as that term is
defined at Ind. Code § 13-11-2-42.

19. The Defendants’ property contains levels of lead contaminated paint chips
and dust which have been or currently are being released from Defendants® property.

20. The lead contaminated paint chips and dust at Defendants’ property
exposes tenants and their children to unsafe levels of lead and possible lead poisoning.

21. The Defendants’ release of lead contaminated paint chips and dust at this
home is a release of solid waste in violation of Ind. Code § 13-30-2-1.

22. The Attorney General, city, town, county, or local agency may bring an
action for declaratory or equitable relief for the protection of the environment of Indiana
from significant pollution, impairment, or destruction. Ind. Code § 13-30-1-1.

Count IX
Nuisance
23. A landlord has a duty to provide a residence that is in a safe, clean and .

habitable condition. Ind. Code § 32-31-8-5.
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24. Whatever is injurious to health or offensive to the senses so as to
essentially interfere with the comfortable enjoyment of life or property is a nuisance
subject to legal action. Ind. Code § 32-30-6-6.

25. The conditions in Defendants’ rental house unreasonably expose tenants
and the public to lead hazards and thus constitute a nuisance.

26.  The Attorney General may bring an action to enjoin a common law
nuisance. Ind. Code § 4-6-2-1; State v. Ohio Oil Co., 150 Ind. 21, 49 N.E. 809, 811
(1898)(State, by Attorney General, has authority to bring a common law nuisance action
to enjoin oil company’s wasting of natural gas).

27.  Acivil action to abate or enjoin a nuisance may also be brought by an
attorney representing the county in which the nuisance exists. Ind. Code § 32-30-6-7.

28. The Vanderburgh County Health Department has authorized the Attorney
General to act on its behalf in this liti gation against this Defendant.

29. A county that brings a successful action to abate or enjoin a nuisance
caused by the unlawful dumping of solid waste may recover reasonable attorney fees
incurred in bringing the action. Ind. Code 32-30-6-7(c).

30. The Attorney General is entitled to reasonable attorney fees for bringing
this nuisance action on behalf of Vanderburgh County Health Department to abate or

enjoin the nuisance caused by the Defendants’ unlawful dumping of solid wastes on its

property.



Count III
Failure to Comply with the
Orders of a Local Health Officer

31. A dwelling is unfit for human habitation when that dwelling is dangerous
or detrimental to life or health because of want of repair, defects, or an unsanitary
condition that is likely to cause sickness among the occupants of the dwelling. Ind. Code
§ 16-41-20-1.

32.  The state health department or county health officials may declare a
dwelling that is unfit for human habitation a public nuisance, and order remediation of
the nuisance. Ind. Code § 16-41-20-6 & 7.

33. The Vanderburgh County Health Department issued orders to the
Defendants. Bxs. C & D.

34, Defendants did not seck judicial review of the orders issued by the
Vanderburgh County Health Department within 10 days, as required by Ind. Code § 16-
41-20-9.

35. If no appeal is taken, the order of the county health officer is final and
conclusive. Ind. Code § 16-41-20-1 I(c).

36. A person who fails to comply with an order of the county health officer is

liable for all costs and expenses incurred in executing the order, plus attorney’s fees.

Ind. Code § 16-41-20-12.



Wherefore, the Defendants should be compelled to comply with the orders for
remediation, remediate the 0ngoing nuisance, pass a clearance €xam confirming that the
remediation has been successfully completed, reimburse the government’s costs, pay
reasonable attorneys fees caused by the nuisance harbored on their property, and for all
other appropriate relief.

I, Joan Duwve, state under penalty of perjury that the following facts are true:

I In 1994, Ireceived a medical degree from The Johns Hopkins
University School of Medicine. Iam licensed to practice medicine in Indiana. Iam
currently employed by the Indiana Department of Health as the Medical Director for
Public Health and Preparedness.

2. In the course of my education, training and experience, I have learned
about the effects oflead on the human body.

3. Lead is a known human toxin. There is no known “safe” level oflead.
Levels as low as 5 mcg/ dl result in loss ofIQpoints, and are associated with learning
and behavioral problems in children. Very high lead levels can cause devastating
health consequences, including seizures, coma, and death.,

4. Lead readily crosses the immature blood-brain barrier of young
children, causing irreversible neurological damage at very low levels.

5. Lead is rapidly absorbed by bone, where it is stored for decades. With
normal bone turnover, low levels oflead are released from bone into the blood
stream continuously in a lead-poisoned person. During periods ofactive
metabolism, such as childhood growth spurts, pregnancy, or bone loss due to
osteoporosis, higher levels oflead are released back into the blood.

6. In pregnant women, lead in blood easily crosses the placenta, also
poisoning the unborn fetus.

7. Lead poisoning is most often caused by ingesting lead, through
mouthing hands or objects contaminated with lead, eating leaded paint chips or soil
containing lead dust in and around deteriorating housing, or drinking water
contaminated with lead from old pipes.

8. Lead poisoning can also be caused by inhaling lead-containing dust
particles, especially during renovation ofhouses with lead paint.

9. The effects oflead poisoning are irreversible, and include learning and
behavioral problems, decreased IQ, neurologic disorders, kidney damage, anemia,
delayed growth, delayed puberty, infertility, seizures, and death.

10.  The symptoms oflead poisoning at low levels can be vague and
nonspecific. These include fatigue, hyperactivity, decreased appetite, sleep
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problems, and constipation. Symptom onset is often insidious, making lead
poisoning difficult to detect.

I1. ILead poisoned children are most often identified through
recommended routine screenings.

12.  Lead hazards in homes are usually found only after a child has been
identified as lead poisoned.

13. Lead poisoningis a preventable environmental health problem.
Proper elimination ofknown lead hazards from homes is essential to prevent
additional harm to already poisoned children, and the subsequent poisoning of
children not yet effected.

The enclosed report outlines the hazards found during the assessment and correction
methods needed to protect any occupants. According to Indiana Administrative Code
these corrections must be made within sixty (60) days from the date of this notice.

410 IAC 29-1-6 (E) If the risk assessment finds lead hazards, immediately provide written notice
to the property owner of the lead hazards and required remediation options. The notice should
include the risk assessment, The property owner is given a reasonable time to implement
recommendations for remediating lead hazards within sixty (60) days. A clearance examination
is conducted to establish the efficacy of remediation.

You must inform the health department when remediation work begins and when the
remediation efforts are complete. The dwelling must be reinspected at that time and pass
a clearance test to ensure proper remediation.

Site Observations.

This is a two-story single family home with wood siding. There is no garage present. Storm
windows are in use. Front porch eaves and trim were observed peeling. The porch ceiling is not
painted. All three bathrooms have vinyl floors with bathroom #3 having painted walls and
bathrooms #1 and #2 having wallpaper. The kitchen has a ceramic tile floor with wallpaper on
the west half of the room and painted walls on the east half. The basement floor is bare concrete.
All other rooms are carpeted with the TV Room, Dining Room, and Child’s Bedrooms #2 and #3
having wallpaper and other rooms having painted walls. The basement stairwell had paint chips

scattered on it, and it was noted that bedroom windows were not locked and provided access to
loose exterior window paint.

Assessment Results

Lead health hazards were found in and around the dwelling. Hazards of concern are listed below.
These items must be addressed to control the risk of lead poisoning at this dwelling.

1. Defective Paint on Interior Surfaces- Basement west stairwell wall. The defective lead
paint must be removed or encapsulated using methods found in this report.

2. Defective Paint on Exterior Surfaces- Wood siding, exposed window components, front
door step, front porch pillars and railings, back porch pillars and trim. The defective paint
must be removed or encapsulated using methods found in this report

4. Leaded Dust- Children’s bedroom window sills. The leaded dust must be removed by
specialized cleaning method.

Paint

Laboratory and/or XRF testing reveals defective lead paint is present in these areas:

Basement west stairwell wall

Child’s Bedroom #2 exterior window sill

Front door step

Front Porch north-west pillar

Front Porch west railing

West exterior siding

Dining Room exterior west-central window trim
Back Porch south- west pillar

Back Porch south floor trim

South exterior kitchen window frame

Not every paint surface was tested so for reasons of safety any paint applied prior to 1978 should
be tested or treated as lead paint.

Dust

Dust wipe samples revealed lead dust concentrations in excess of the standard in these areas:

Location Amount Standard

Generally leaded dust is created by friction surfaces such as windows or door jambs or from soil
carried in from the yard.

Soil

These areas of bare soil contained lead in excess of the 400 ppm standard:

Water

There was no water testing done in the home



IMMEDIATE ACTIONS

Specialized Cleaning

The leaded dust in the dwelling must be removed by specialized cleaning. This is especially
important in children’s play areas and entry ways. One bucket is filled with a household cleaner
(powdered dishwasher detergent works well) and the other is filled with clean rinse water.
Change the water each time you move to a new component. Work from top of component to
bottom. Water from such cleaning must be disposed of in the toilet, as it will contain high levels
of lead. Do not reuse sponges or cleaning cloths for normal cleaning. Pay particular attention to
floors, widow sills, and window troughs. To prevent leaded dust, repair or replace any
component where friction or impact could cause dust and prevent soil from being brought into
the dwelling. Regular cleaning, including damp mopping and dusting, will be needed often to
prevent accumulation of dust. The dwelling should be cleaned after any paint is disturbed and as
often as necessary to prevent dust accumulation,

Hazard Removal Options

There are three options available: abatement, interim measures, and relocation,

Abatement

The preferred option is abatement of the lead hazards. This involves methods designed to
permanently eliminate lead hazards. Ongoing general maintenance is also a part of the abatement
process. Items such as a leaking roof or cracking walls will cause some abatement methods to fail
and should be addressed prior to beginning abatement measures. Examples of abatement
procedures include component replacement, enclosure and encapsulation. Abatement procedures
may only be done by a contractor licensed in the state of Indiana. A list of these contractors is
available from the Health Department.

Items to be addressed for abatement include:

All areas of deteriorated (loose) paint should be removed and repainted. This can be done by
various methods such as wet scraping, chemical peels, or off-site stripping. Under no
circumstances should abrasive methods such as water or sand blasting be used. For windows and
doors it may be less expensive to replace the component. This would include all window and
door components including jambs, casings, and sills.

The use of an encapsulating material, or covering the area with an impenetrable barrier, is also
acceptable. If encapsulates or barriers are used they must be monitored to prevent re-exposure.
The areas should be checked monthly to be sure no lead hazard is exposed.

Sufficient soil would be removed from the tested areas to reach a level not impacted by lead. The
soil must then be replaced with clean soil and reseeded. As an alternative, the yard may be



covered with an impenetrable barrier such as blacktop.

After the abatement measures are complete the dwellings must be cleaned and pass clearance
testing prior to being reoccupied.

Remember, a contractor licensed in the state of Indiana must do abatement.

Interim Measures

The second option is to use interim measures. These methods do not eliminate the lead hazard,
but will help to control exposure. Care must be taken when using these methods to prevent
contamination of the dwelling or people by lead dust or debris. Contact the Health Department at
#435-5695 for more detailed information on safe work practices. Please note that unsafe work
practices may actually increase the lead hazard risk to occupants and to workers.. It is of
extreme importance to note that these methods are not a permanent solution to the lead
hazard. Surfaces treated with interim measures must be monitored regularly and repaired

should the surface become defective. It would be best to relocate children while interim
measures are underway.

Defective Paint Removal

Any area of defective paint on the interior and exterior should be addressed by removing the
loose paint. The surface may then be repainted. Follow the manufacturers label directions. Do not
use abrasive methods (e.g. sanding or water blasting) to remove lead paint. Loose and peeling
paint can be removed by wet scraping. Use a spray bottle to dampen the paint then remove with a
scraper. Plastic sheeting should be used to isolate the work area by covering windows, doors, and
other opening to prevent paint chips from accumulating on the ground or floor, The heating and
air conditioning system should be turned off and the vents covered. Any damaged substrate
(wood, plaster, etc...) must be repaired prior to repainting. The conditions causing the damage
(water leaks, settling) should be repaired as well. The area may then be repainted. This is not a
permanent solution and the area should be monitored to prevent the surface from peeling again.
As an alternative, siding, paneling, or drywall can be applied. The edges and seams of any barrier
material must be sealed. Children and non-workers must not be allowed in the work area. Do not
eat, drink, or smoke in the work area. A HEPA filter face mask and eye protection should be
worn. Debris from interim measures (e.g. drop cloths, cleaning materials, paint chips) should be
double-bagged and set out for residential pick-up. The work clothes must be washed separately
and the use of disposable booties is encouraged.

Other Hazards

Friction areas such as windows and doors should be checked to be sure they are operating properly.
If these areas are rubbing, sticking, or showing signs of chipping or worn paint, they must be
addressed. Window areas may be cleaned out and have the loose paint removed using lead safe
methods. Then slides and flashing may be applied to the jambs and troughs to prevent contact with
leaded paint. Doors should be re-hung or planed so that they operate smoothly. Use lead safe work



practices for these repairs.

The bare soil in the yard did exceed set limits and must be addressed. Children are exposed to lead
when they play in the soil or the soil is carried indoors on shoes or by pets. Interim controls to

change use patterns and to establish barriers between children and the soil should be used. These
include:

>planting shrubs or using fencing to prevent contact

>moving play equipment from the area

>removing shoes before entering the dwelling

>do not allow pets in the dwelling

>restrict children from areas of bare soil

> cover bare areas with mulch, gravel, or other material to a depth of six inches

Other Recommendations

Children under six (6) years of age spend more that six (6) hours a week or more in the dwelling
should have an annual blood lead test. Their diet should be low in fat and include calcium and
iron to slow uptake by the body. Children should be bathed regularly and wash their hands and
face after being outside and prior to eating or going to bed. Contact the Vanderburgh County
Health Department Lab at 435-5657 for blood lead testing.

Disclosure

Since 1996 the presence of lead paint and lead hazards must be disclosed under the Residential
Lead Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act. This act contains specific requirements for landlords and
sellers of residential property built prior to 1978.

* Sellers and landlords must disclose known lead based paint/lead hazards and provide
any available reports to buyers and renters

* Sellers and landlords must provide buyers and renters with a copy of the EPA pamphlet
titled “Protect Your Family From Lead In your Home”

* Buyers have a ten day period to conduct a lead risk assessment at their expense

* Sales contracts and leasing agreements must include notification and disclosure
statements

* Sellers, landlords, and real estate agents s share responsibility for ensuring compliance

On February 12, 2008, a final report was sent to you pertaining to a lead risk assessment conducted on your
property at 2225 E. Mulberry St. on, January 18, 2008. The assessment was done as a follow up on a child
with an elevated blood lead level. Lead hazards were found at the home, and as the final report stated,
according to Indiana Administrative Code you as the owner had sixty days to implement recommendations
for remediating the lead hazards

410 1AC 29-1-6 (E) If the risk assessment finds lead hazards, immediately provide written notice to the
property owner of the lead hazards and required remediation options. The notice should include the risk
assessment. The property owner is given a reasonable time to implement recommendations for remediating
lead hazards within sixty (60) days. A clearance examination is conducted fo establish the efficacy of
remediation.

Since this report was sent to you, the Health Department has not received notification of the status of the
required remediation work.

You must inform the health department when remediation work has been completed. The dwelling must be
re-inspected at that time and pass a clearance test to ensure proper remediation.

You are hereby ordered to complete the following within fifteen (15) days:

1) Complete the required lead hazard remediation and schedule a clearance examination with
the Vanderburgh County Health Department; or,

2) Provide the Vanderburgh County Health Department with a written plan stating who will be
doing the required lead risk remediation, and when the remediation work is expected to be
completed.

Failure to comply will result in citation issuance and/or referral to the county attorney for processing. For

questions, a copy of the final report, or information on lead safe work practices, please contact the
Environmental Health division at 435-5695.
