1. Child Care Training Project:  
Information Packets: Jodi Perras initiated the discussion regarding the child care information packets that would be sent with the IKE DVD.  Ellen Bloom prepared a list of possible resources that could be included in the information packets.  This list was shared with Task Force members.  Ellen brought some of the materials to the meeting and shared them with attendees, including lead check swabs and ISDH’s “Lead Poisoning: The Silent Menace” pamphlet.  Ellen has received 200 of the most updated “Renovate Right” brochures and has approximately 500 “Runs Better Unleaded” posters.  If we were to prepare we would need 500 more “Renovate Right” brochures and 200 more “Runs Better Unleaded” posters.  Although Ellen requested the nutritional information brochure from the EPA, she did not receive any.  In summary, we still need the following:
700 EPA Nutrition Brochures – “Fight Lead Poisoning with a Healthy Diet”

500 EPA “Runs Better Unleaded” posters

200 EPA “Renovate Right” brochures

A suggestion was made that the EPA publication order sheet could be included with the child care kits.

Jodi mentioned that student volunteers from Lawrence Central High School may help to stuff the kits.

Karen Teliha brought along a sample of EPA’s “I Always Wash my Hands Before Eating” placemat that could also be included.  These placemats come in pads of 250.

At the conclusion of this discussion, Joan Ketterman volunteered to call John Wsol at the EPA about ordering additional materials (including the placemats) and would also email Ellen Bloom the list of resources that she has.  Andrea Wilkes volunteered to draft a cover letter that would be included with the information packets and Jodi would contact Lawrence Central High School students about assisting with packet assembly.

The discussion then moved onto what should be done if a child care facility received a positive test result from a lead check swab.  Issues discussed included:

· If there is a toy at a child care facility that tests positive, the facility should get rid of the toy.  
· What should the facility do if the facility tests their windowsill and receives a positive test result?  Is it as simple as instructing them that if the paint is peeling, fix the peeling paint?

· Who should the facilities call for advice if they get a positive test result? FSSA consultant? ISDH? IDEM? A risk assessor?

· Should children be tested if they find lead? To whom should they turn for testing? Local health departments are required to make sure that screening is taking place when children are identified as being at risk.  

We discussed the need for standard advice for each type of hazard, similar to a lead risk assessment checklist. Ellen and Joan will work on something that can be included with the packet.

Dave McCormick expressed a concern regarding ISDH’s liability if they serve as the point of contact for positive test results.  What if no action is taken, what is their liability?

Jodi and Ellen will follow up with Melanie regarding the packet and training for FSSA child care staff. 
Questions regarding packet distribution will be addressed at a later meeting. 
On-Line Training: Discussion then moved on to the on-line training component.  Karen Teliha identified nine existing trainings that were included in the meeting materials.  

Questions were asked regarding whether additional trainings could be identified through the lead.net listserv and what the training layout would be.  It was determined that the IKE video would be included as part of the training and that there should be CEUs and/or a certificate of completion as well as a pre- and post-test for those participating in the training.  
Dave McCormick volunteered to contact the National Center for Healthy Housing to request use of their Lead 101 online training tool.  (CEDIA training was also mentioned.) We may look at these examples at our next meeting.
In regard to the sustainability of the online training, it was recommended that the online training should go through the FSSA website (a site that child care providers are already going to.)

A subgroup of people will need to be formed to work with Melanie Brizzi since she has access to the software that will be used to produce the training.

In regard to the contents of the training, it was determined that it should be kept simple and to the point.  Focusing too much on the RRP rule will make the training too complex.  The focus should be on how to protect children from lead poisoning while still bringing provider awareness that the RRP rule does exist.
Melanie previously agreed that she would help direct child care providers to the online training tool.

Healthy Homes Survey:  Jodi Perras provided an overview of the Healthy Homes Survey Results, which were included with the meeting materials.  Jodi contacted all of those who completed the survey and provided contact information to inform them that preliminary results have been posted on the IKE website and invited them to participate in the call.  Jodi said she would like to have some stories from housing staff to illustrate the survey results. David will ask local health departments to share actual case stories without providing identifying information about the address or people involved. Jodi met Senator Breaux at a fundraising luncheon recently and mentioned that the Senator was interested in the Survey. She will follow up with the Senator about the results and determine her interest in pursuing legislation.
3. Bruce Jennings Memorial Fundraising Event:  The Bruce Jennings Memorial Fundraising Event will be planned in conjunction with the Healthy Homes Conference and scheduled for the evening of October 3, 2012.  The theme, “Bowling for Bruce,” was suggested.  One potential venue is Woodland Bowl at Keystone and 96th Street.  We would need to contact the bowling alley to figure out how an event like this would work.  It was suggested that we could have prizes for the best and worst bowler.  In addition to bowling, we could incorporate a trivia contest perhaps based on Bruce Jenning’s favorite movie with a mix of Healthy Housing knowledge.  We would need an announcer for the trivia contest.  Kevin McCormack volunteered to contact Woodland Bowl about how many people they could accommodate on a Wednesday evening in October.  Dave agreed to work on trivia questions.
Follow-up questions included: 

1) Who would be potential sponsors for the food and facility rental fees?  

2) How would we determine who would receive the proceeds from the memorial?  

Dave McCormick and Kevin McCormack both volunteered to chair the fundraising event.

Member announcements:
· Joan Ketterman announced that a Healthy Homes Essentials Course will be offered either February 27-28 or 28-29, 2012 at EMI and again in June.  It was decided that we also should provide this course two days before the conference.

· Jodi Perras mentioned that she would like child care providers to be included again in the 2012 Healthy Homes conference.  Karen Teliha requested survey results from child care providers to use in a report to Duke Energy about the 2011 conference, setting the stage to request additional scholarship money.

· Dave McCormick, ISDH: The Lead-Based Paint Rule was signed by the Attorney General and will be signed by the Governor by Dec. 16.  Dave also announced that ISDH pulled a license recently on an abatement contractor for not following standards.  ISDH has been involved with this same contractor on 4-5 occasions.  Dave met with the Indiana Builder’s Association and found that they are very interested in a radon-resistant construction rule.  Both the current and past Association Presidents have been interested in such a rule but are requesting stronger supporting data.  Research shows that 60-80% of mitigation work is already done with construction.  Out of 10,000 radon tests, 4% showed elevated radon levels.
