Committee Reports

Jeani Jones reported on the activities of the Research and Policy Committee, mentioning the plans to do environmental assessments at abandoned properties on Station Street and to do some additional lead soil testing.

Tony Knight reported on the activities of the Communications and Resident Engagement Committee.  The Committee will now be meeting on the second Saturday of each month, with 9:15-10 for the meeting and 10:00 – 10:30 for action, such as phone calling or leafleting.  Tony urged people to attend the committee meetings and specifically mentioned that the Leadership Committee has lost two strong leaders due to their changing obligations.  Pat Ladd agreed to begin attending the Leadership Committee meetings.

Presentation on Understanding Risk
Dr. Maryann Suero, Children’s Environmental Health Manager for USEPA’s Region V office, gave an excellent presentation on the basics of understanding environmental health risks.  She explained many of the terms and concepts people use when talking about risk and hazards and explained the basic formula that you need (1) hazard and (2) exposure to create (3) risk.  Risk varies depending on the sensitivity of the person and on the time of the exposure, among other factors.  There were lots of questions and discussion throughout Dr. Suero’s presentation.
